Fuji Kaiji Company Ltd. was founded by Noboru
Kimura on December 24, 1969 with assistance
from M.J. Batty Company and Mr.Shoji Saito,
founder of Tokyo Kisen Co., Ltd.

Thanks to your support, we will soon celebrate
our 50th anniversary. We would like to extend
our gratitude to the many clients and
companies who have worked with us in so many
ways to help us reach that milestone.

Our company was founded to broker towing
operations, as well as the sale and purchase of
tugboats. With everyone's cooperation, we later
expanded to become an agent for new
fugboat construction and a supplier of spare
parts for maintenance. We also acquired our
own tugboats to sell abroad and eventually
began operating fugboats within Japan. Utilizing
our many years of experience and vast
knowledge, as well as the close cooperation
and trust of the many business partners we have
cultivated since the time of our founding, we
have endeavored to provide the best total
coordination for our customers.

The 50 years of the company’s history have
coincided with major changes in society and as
| cast my mind over the past, | realize there truly

were an astonishing number of events that
occurred. By working and engaging in dialog
with those we met in the course of those events,
we have developed relationships of mutual trust
that are our most valuable asset.

As a launching point for further growth, we
believe our 50th anniversary is a perfect
opportunity to pay respect to the important
work of our founder and our predecessors. We
will carry their tradition within our hearts, even as
we move beyond the framework of
conventional wisdom to build the foundation for
future growth.

Thus, in celebration of reaching the 50th year
since our founding, we have decided to publish
a catalog of the Christmas Cards we have
created and sent to our business partners since
1982, a custom that grew from the interest in
illustration held by our founder and myself. We
would feel highly honored if each of these cards
brings back memories for everyone of the
beautiful, fantastic fimes we have spent
tfogether. We sincerely hope to receive your
continued guidance and encouragement.
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About Fuji Kaiji

Fuji Kaiji boasts the highest fugboat sales volume
of any domestic company in Japan. We have
sold approximately 300 new and secondhand
vessels around the world without ever once
receiving a complaint or criticism.

Our business deals in not only the sale and
purchase of new and secondhand tugboats but
also a wide variety of ofther services, including
delivery voyage services, supply of spare
maintenance parts, towing services, and
chartering.

The company hame was created by selecting
from among signature Japanese elements that
would make it easier to recall for foreign clients.
From among the many words that signify Japan,
it was thought that Mt. Fuji was the best fit and
from that, the name “Fuiji Kaiji” was born. Fittingly
for a maritime business, the corporate colors
were selected to evoke the blue of the ocean
and can be seen on our pamphlets, envelopes,
and within our office buildings.

Over 50 years of business, we have been
involved with many projects. When joint ventures
between Japan and Singapore were formed in
Hong Kong. we contributed to their launch and
this led to significant growth. In another instance,

just as four fugboats exported to the National
Iranian Oil Company were beginning work in the
Strait of Hormuz, the Iran-lIraq war broke out.
Although many ships were sunk along the way,
these four fugboats somehow miraculously
survived and were highly prized for their
conftributions to the company.

We also had the opportunity to work with a
Swedish tugboat company on the consfruction
of three new tugboats and experienced
firsthand the brilliance of Swedish design. The
plans infroduced during construction
represented a new level of innovation and
functionality at that time. They would contribute
greatly to the future improvement of Japanese
tfugboat design.

These days, everyone is aware of Japan's
manufacturing skill and machinery quality, but
at the time of our founding, there was very little
recognition abroad. To address that, our founder
traveled the world and conducted presentations
on Japanese technology, gradually spreading
awareness while increasing sales. We believe his
efforts o spread the value of Japanese
tugboats and installation of Japanese onboard
devices to be of no small significance.
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About Noboru Kimura

From the time of the company’s founding in
1969 to his death in 2012, Noboru Kimura was
fruly devoted to his work, laboring 24 hours a
day, 365 days a year, and offering his body and
soul fo the growth of Fuji Kaiji. As a graduate of
the Naval Academy, he could often be heard
singing the famous chant of the Japanese Navy,
“Monday-Monday, Tuesday-Wednesday-Thursday,
Friday-Friday”, an indication of his belief in a
seven-day work week.

Our founder loved Japan and was
determined to contribute to the nation’s
recovery after defeat in World War Il.

By selling high-quality Japanese tugboats
and providing safe tugboat services abroad, he
was able to acquire the tfrust of clients from
overseas and foreign currency. I'm also told that
his passion for the company was due in part to
the ability to use that foreign currency to
contribute to Japan’s influence in world affairs.

Although the sale of fugboats and contracting
of tugboat services from Japan was not
commonplace at the time, Noboru Kimura
brought a spirit of enthusiasm and ingenuity fo

every stage of his work. Even when his efforts did
not result immediately in a contract, he retained
the spirit of “three successes from every
thousand attempts”, never let his head down,
and performed his job with diligence and vitality.
Saying until the end that "“old soldiers never die”,
my father continued working despite surgeries at
ages 74 and 76, rising each time like a phoenix
from the ashes unfil his final passing at the age of
84. On the other hand, he was also a father who
deeply loved his family members and possessed
a kind heart.

Finally, no discussion of Noboru Kimura is
complete without discussing his other passion,
which was never dulled by his work — illustration.
Whenever he had a free period during work or
fraveling, my father was always drawing. While it
may sound like singing one’s own praises, |
believe him to have been a fairly accomplished
artist. Even now, the site of my father’s
illustrations fills me with nostalgia and the
memory of those fimes springs to life in vivid
form.
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About the Christmas Cards

My father’s hobby was drawing comics and
illustrations. His works feature uniquely
manga-style characters, landscapes, and boats
as motfifs. | believe they were reflections of the
thoughts and working philosophy he engaged in
throughout his life. At some point, we also
began to see the appearance of animals from
the Chinese zodiac.

Each of his cards was foldable and the cover
would have a hole through which the viewer
could glimpse a portion of the picture
underneath, spurring the imagination about what
the illustrations might contain. The viewer could
then open the card to reveal the entire image.

The impetus for these cards came from a
custom he developed some years after the
company's founding, in which he would draw
caricatures based on commemorative
photographs taken with his clients and then
send them out as gifts. The drawings were very
popular and evolved into cards with caricatures
that he would send to clients with whom he had
a particularly close relationship. This was how
the Christmas Cards began. When the number
of clients he dealt with began to increase, he
was no longer able to draw caricatures for each
client and in 1982, he created, for the first time,
a Christmas card with illustrations of the
company's staff and himself. At that time, my

father worked personally on each drawing with
colored pencils and watercolors. However, in
order to send them to a greater number of clients,
he began creating illustrations on A3 paper in
1992 and finishing them with poster colors. He
would then photograph the completed drawing
and develop 400 copies from the negatives.
Creation of the folded cards themselves would be
commissioned to a printing company, but the
pasting of the developed photographs and
opening of the hole in the cover would be
conducted by the entire staff at year's end.

In the meantime, my father discovered that the
poster colors would look more vibrant when
dissolved with beer, rather than tap water, and he
began purchasing canned beer for that purpose,
rather than an evening drink.

In later years, printing techniques evolved and
the printers became able to reproduce the
original image directly on the cards and even
create the framed opening. This greatly
increased efficiency and at present, we are
able to send many cards per year to customers
in and outside of Japan.

The process of trial and error has thus ended
with the creation of one-of-a-kind artworks and we
even have fans who look forward to seeing what
images will come each year, making the custom
an indispensable part of the company's operations.

| first began thinking of making a catalog of our
Christmas cards nearly two years ago. At the time,
I had been searching for ways to celebrate the
company's 50th anniversary and our history.

While | felt that it would be important for the
company's future to capture that history in written
form, the best witness of that history, my father, had
already passed on and | determined that it would
be difficult to do so with accuracy through words
alone. My thoughts then shifted to the question of
whether we could produce a volume that left an
impression in the reader’s memory, rather than one
that simply emphasized accuracy via records.

It was then that | had the idea of creating a new

type of bibliography, one that would combine all
the Christmas cards the company had produced,
up to the present day, with various episodes from

our history and a written infroduction.

From that point, we set out collecting surviving
copies of each of our Christmas cards. I, myself,
possessed some of my father’s cards, but not all of

them, and they were not organized by year. After
asking not only our customers in Japan, but also
overseas, if anyone retained their cards, we
learned that Mr. Torkel Bodin of Sweden had, with
great care, stored copies of all our cards from 1993
to 2018, along with the year they were received. It
was thanks to him that we were able to determine
the chronological order.
